psychological, and economic control or abuse; and    

 WHEREAS, the impact of domestic violence is wide ranging, directly affecting 

women and children and society as a whole; and  

 WHEREAS, all citizens should be aware of the impact of abusive words, angry 

confrontations, sexual harassment, physical assaults, sexual assaults, bullying behavior 

and we should commit to promote a safe respectful climate for all citizens.  

 NOW, THEREFORE, I, Jeremy O’Neil, Mayor of the City of Valdez, hereby 

proclaim the month of October to be “DOMESTIC VIOLENCE AWARENESS MONTH” in 

Valdez and call upon all citizens, community agencies, religious organizations, medical 

facilities, and businesses to promote active non-violence and to increase participation in 

our efforts to prevent domestic violence.
