9. The Parties agree that if any term or provision of this Agreement is declared by a Court of competent jurisdiction to be 

illegal or in conflict with any law, the validity of the remaining terms and provisions shall not be affected. 

 

10. The City’s delay in exercising, or failure to exercise any right, power, or privilege under this Agreement shall not operate 

as a waiver thereof. The remedies provided herein are cumulative and not exclusive of any remedies provided by law.  

 

11. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties on the subject matter of this Agreement.   

 

12. This Agreement may not be waived, altered, modified, supplemented, or amended in any manner except by written 

instrument signed by both parties.  

  

13. The City may unilaterally terminate this Agreement, at any time and without prejudice to the City’s rights if the 

Responsible Party commits or allows any additional violation(s) of the City Code to occur on the Property during the 

term of this Agreement.
